If the annuitant wishes to change the amount
of federal or state income tax being withheld
from his/ her annui ty,
I nternet 0Services Onli
retire, or he/she can make the change(s)
(using a touchtone phone) by calling 1-888-767-

OPM will change the tax withholding as requested
by the annuitant.

Taxes

If your retirement benefit was the primary source
of family income, you may be taxed at a higher
single rate. You may want to check your tax liabil-
ity to be sure you do not end up owing payment
on your income tax because you are under-
withheld.

Review of Will and Other Documents

The annuitant should consult with his/her legal
advisor, and review his/her will, and all -important
financial and estate -related documents. If your
spouse is deceased, you may also want to com-
plete a Designation of Beneficiary, Federal Em-

n|Many of us noticed a little change in our
retirement check. Less Federal income
tax was being withheld. Yippee!

Not so fast. Uncle giveth and Uncle taketh
away. The reason the withholding was re-
duced is because the Feds increased the
number of withholding categories. It does
not mean you will owe less tax. You
should check your withholding against
what you anticipate.
